streets of Cleveland.

They regularly attend community meetings
to identify local policing priorities which they
are then able to address. We also encourage
local residents to attend to ensure that their
voices are heard and they have a say in how
the service is delivered to their community.
We aim to be at the forefront of modern
policing by investing in and supporting our
staff, and giving them the skills, equipment
and work life balance they need to deliver a
professional service.

Part of the work of Cleveland Police is also
to support our staff by reducing bureaucracy
in line with the Review of Policing and the
Green Paper. We are in the process of rolling
out handheld mobile data devices to all
frontline officers, which means they will be
able to access Force systems and information
while out on the street.
